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However, though the current 
constructions date back that 
far, archaeological evidence 
suggests people have inhab-
ited that region between the 
Yellow and Fen rivers for 
thousands of years.  The city 
has gone by a variety of 
names dating back to the 
Zhou Dynasty.  Its current 
name came in the year 424 
AD when Emperor Tao de-
cided he did not like the name 
Pingtao sounding so much 
like his own. 
 
It came to prominence with 
regards to commerce through 
the spread of the Shangxi 
merchants. Much of the re-
sources needed by the popu-
lation in that region had to be 
imported.  As such, the 
Shangxi merchants who origi-
nated from the region spread 
across China.  Their influence 
peaked during the Ming and 
Qing Dynasties. 
 
During that time, Pingyao had 
22 draft banks (including the 
somewhat famous Ri Sheng 
Chang) operating 400 
branches in 70 Chinese cites.  
They managed everything 
from government expenses 
and soldiersô pay to private 

commerce accounts.  The city 
developed systems of remit-
tance, transportation, and 
wholesaling, among others. 
 
Pingyaoôs prosperity gradually 
eroded as the silk-road was 
rejected for ocean-going trade 
routes and commercial cen-
ters moved to the coasts.  
Eventually, the city was 
largely abandoned, which is 
partly responsible for its pres-
ervation.  In 1986, the Chi-
nese government realized 
what a treasure they had with 
almost 4000 virtually intact 
Ming Dynasty era houses, 
temples, and banks among 
other buildings. 
 
In 1997, Pingyao was in-
ducted as a UNESCO world 
heritage site and tourism has 
increased dramatically.  Itôs 
only 80km outside of Beijing.  
So next time you find yourself 
in that area of the world, see if 
you can spare a day trip out 
to the old city of Pingyao.  
Until then, hereôs to keeping 
your imagination well fed.

While we wonôt actually be 
going here, I thought itôd be 
nice to expose people to a bit 
of the cultural history behind 
Chinaôs economic s. 
 
So, letôs say the year is some-
where in the mid-1200ôs AD, 
and youôre listening in on a 
conversation between Niccolo 
Polo and the ruler of the 
Golden Horde, Berke Khan, in 
the city of Sudaq.  Niccolo 
says to Berke, ñIôve got a 
great Venetian mercantile 
right now, but Iôm looking to 
expand so that when my son 
Marco takes over, things will 
be a bit more stable.  Where 
can I guy like me get a small 
business loan?ò 
 
Berke responds, ñYou need to 
head east, network with the 
Great Khan Kublai, heôll hook 
you up with some folks in the 
city of Pingyao.  Itôs the finan-
cial capital of the Empire. 
Yeah, itôs been sacked and 
rebuilt a few times, but hey, 
so has Constantinople.ò 
 
Pingyao.  Never heard of it?  
If not, itôs not too surprising.  It 
hasnôt been financially signifi-
cant to China for about a 
century.  The Cultural Revolu-
tion refocused Chinaôs priori-
ties and the new government 
control established where and 
how the countryôs modern 
finance would be conducted.  
Back in the day, though, this 
place was the Wall Street that 
financed the Ming Dynastyôs 
construction of the Great 
Wall.  A defensive wall of 
similar style surrounds the old 
section of the city even today.
