effect.  This is the same 
physical process that causes 
the water to spin the way it 
does in a toilet.  This force is 
generated by the rotation of 
the earth and is inversely 
proportionate to the proximity 
to the equator.  This is why 
hurricanes cannot form too 
close to the equator, even 
though the water tempera-
tures there are higher. 
 
However, the intensity of the 
spin is limited by the tempera-
ture of the water.  Water that 
is too cool cannot provide the 
energy necessary to produce 
the ultra-high speed winds.  
This property is manifest in 
the size of the eye of the 
storm.  The winds obey the 
physical laws of conservation 
of momentum by speeding up 
as they progress closer to the 
center of the system.  But 
because the temperature of 
the water limits how much the 
system can develop, an area 
of relative calm is left in the 
center of the strongest winds.  
A small eye is indicative of a 
strong storm over very warm 
waters. 

 
As the storm system moves 
across the surface of the 
earth, the rotational mechan-
ics cause the storm to veer 
towards the poles.  This is 
why hurricanes and typhoons 
always curve north; likewise, 
cyclones  curve south.  
 
But as was mentioned before, 
the hurricane only lasts as 
long as it has fuel.  When the 
storm passes over land or 
sufficiently cool water, the 
feedback loop is interrupted 
and the system begins to 
collapse.  But before that 
happens, the force of the 
storm hammers wind and rain 
into the coastal areas with 
roughly the energy equivalent 
of setting off a Hiroshima 
bomb every 30 seconds 
across the area of the storm.

Well, with all the talk of folks 
going down to New Orleans 
during spring break to assist 
with some of the relief effort, 
some folks have asked me 
just what the deal is with hur-
ricanes.  These huge cyclonic 
storms come rolling in, year 
after year like clockwork. 
 
First off, a hurricane by any 
other name wracks as vio-
lently.  The same type of 
storm system is seen all over 
the world, but called different 
things depending on where 
itôs located. Hurricanes are 
the storms that originate in 
the tropic Atlantic Ocean.  
Typhoons form in the North 
Pacific tropics, while Cyclones 
are found in the South Pacific 
and Indian Ocean.  All these 
storms are related in that they 
are fueled by the same com-
bination of thermal and physi-
cal forces. 
 
The key ingredient is warm 
water, which is why the hurri-
cane season peaks in the late 
summer.  Water evaporates 
and creates and updraft.  The 
moisture condenses as it 
reaches the upper levels of 
the troposphere and forms 
clouds that spread out from 
the area of updraft.  This 
movement creates a low-
pressure pocket which en-
courages more evaporation.  
More evaporation means 
more condensation means 
more movement and so on.  
As long as there is warm 
water to evaporate, the cycle 
will feed back into itself to 
develop into a storm system.

In late August, 2005, New Orleans and many surrounding areas was destroyed by 
one of the strongest hurricanes ever recorded in North America.  Hurricane Katrina 
caused many to lose their lives, and many others to flee New Orleans due to lost 
homes.   

 
In June 2006, with 11 other students from the Uni-
versity at Buffalo, I made the long drive down to New 
Orleans to help with the relief efforts.  What an eye 
opener that trip was, and I will never forget what I 
saw and experienced there.

after the catastrophe; how bad would be?  Driving through Mississippi was first time I realized what a 
mess the hurricane had caused.

In the worst parts of New Orleans (the ninth ward), it was difficult to find the road.  Houses were almost 
non-existent.  The only houses that were still there were brick, and those had massive black Xôs painted 

on them as a warning that it was unsafe to live in due to mold.  It was then when I saw two children run out of one of marked houses to 
play.  People were living there!  They had no where else to go.  I was glad that I had made the trip, and realized that my efforts were 
very much needed. 
 
Of course the trip was not all filled with this shock.  The weather was 
great.  The sun was always shining, and we had our fair share of 
ñplay time.ò  Bourbon Street is quite the sight, along with the French 
Quarter, and do not forget the little guys dispersed elsewhere.  
 
My trip to New Orleans was one I will never forget.  There are so 
many things that we can begin to take for granted, and when some-
thing like that is taken away we need to step up and help each other 
out.
